FamilyConnection gives students a single safe source to
search for information on careers, colleges, scholarships and financial aid and allows school
counselors to stay in touch with students and their families via e-mail, providing a great way to get
out news of scholarship opportunities and college fair events.

To access FamilyConnection , go to the school website at southriverhigh.org. Select Information from
the left side menu, then GUIDANCE from the next left side menu. Once on the Guidance page,
click on FamilyConnection to go to the FamilyConnection home page.

All students are given classroom instruction on how to establish their account. For parents, a
passcode is needed to view a child’s page. Please call the Guidance Office, or e-mail Mrs Krycia or
Mrs Chaffer, for a temporary code. Enter your temporary code in the NEW USER box and
complete the prompts for an e-mail address and private password. If you wish you may enter the
site as a GUEST to try out the features (Guest entrance does not allow access to a student’s
personal information).

The FamilyConnection website offers tools designed to make the search for colleges and careers
easier. Students can build a resume, complete the Common Application, request Counselor
Recommendations, and track the progress of their college applications. Other features include
links to scholarship opportunities, registration for college visits to South River High, a variety of
search engines for schools, careers and financial aid information, and contacts for the SAT and
ACT exams.

Preliminary SAT®
National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT)

The Preliminary SAT®/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT) is a standardized test that pro-
vides firsthand practice for the SAT Reasoning Test™ and is co-sponsored by the College Board and National Merit
Scholarship Corporation (NMSC).

The PSAT/NMSQT is designed to measure critical reading, math problem solving, and writing skills which are im-

portant to student success in college. In addition, information derived from PSAT scores also provides students with

o feedback on where their strengths and weaknesses may be in skills needed for college level work which helps
students to focus preparation on those areas that could most benefit from additional study or practice;

e information on how their performance on an admissions test might compare with that of others applying to col-
lege;

e data needed to participate in the competition for scholarships from the National Merit Scholarship Corporation
(additional information is provided below);

e an opportunity to prepare for the SAT. The PSAT uses the kinds of questions and the exact directions found on
the SAT Reasoning Test™;

e and a way to receive information directly from colleges (when the "yes" box is checked for the Student Search
Service).

Students will be receiving the 2008 PSAT/NMSQT® Official Student Guide in the weeks prior to the exam date.

National Merit Scholarship Program

The National Merit® Scholarship Program is an academic competition for recognition and scholarships that began
in 1955. High school students enter the National Merit Program by taking the Preliminary SAT/National Merit
Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT®)-a test which serves as an initial screen of approximately 1.4 million
entrants each year—and by meeting published program entry/participation requirements.

To participate in the National Merit® Scholarship Program, a student must take the PSAT/NMSQT® in the third year
of high school, regardless of grade classification or educational pattern, be enrolled full time as a high school stu-
dent, progressing normally toward graduation or completion of high school, and planning to enroll full time in col-
lege no later than the fall following completion of high school, and be a citizen of the United States or be a U.S. law-
ful permanent resident (or have applied for permanent residence, the application for which has not been denied) and
intend to become a U.S. citizen at the earliest opportunity allowed by law.

The student's responses to items on the PSAT/NMSQT answer sheet that are specific to NMSC program entry deter-
mine whether the individual meets requirements to participate in the National Merit Scholarship Program.

The SAT and ACT Exams

The SAT is the nation's most widely used college admissions test, a distinction that it has held for more than
seven decades. It is taken by more than two million students every year and is accepted by virtually all
colleges and universities. SAT tests measure knowledge of subjects learned in the classroom, including
reading, writing, and math, and how that knowledge can be applied inside and outside of school. It helps
colleges get to know a student better by giving them insight into how the student thinks, solves problems, and
communicates. Applications for the SAT are available on-line at www.collegeboard.com.

The ACT is a curriculum based test that assesses a high school student’s general and educational
development and their ability to complete college level work. The multiple choice tests cover 4 skill areas -
English, Mathematics, Reading and Science. The writing test, which is optional, measures a student’s ability
to plan and write a short essay. Apply for the ACT on-line at www.actstudent.org.

Mail-In forms for both exams are also available in the Guidance Office.

Use the South River High School Code 210494 when applying for either exam

To send SAT and ACT scores to colleges, the scores must be requested directly from the host - SAT from
www.collegeboard.com; ACT from www.actstudent.org. If requesting scores after tests have been administered,
payment of a fee is required (you may request free score reports to be sent to the schools of your choice at
time of test registration).

Chorus Class - Chorus class fulfills the current course requirement for fine arts. It is meant to be a continuous course of study cul-
minating in Honors Chorus at the senior level. Students in chorus class learn basic skills in proper singing technique, note reading,
and sound production. Students also perform a variety of music, with an emphasis on multi-cultural and world music. All chorus
classes are performance based, requiring participation in all school, county and state choral activities as determined by the director.
After school rehearsals are required in preparation for these adjudicated events. Additionally, chorus class performs on both the win-
ter and spring concerts.

Choralaires Women’s Vocal Ensemble— This group of 30-35 women is our festival chorus and performs on all concerts, trips and
other events. It rehearses one day a week (Thursdays — 2:15-3:30) and is by audition. This group has consistently received Superior
ratings at the county and state levels, and has been recognized as an Honors Chorus at Disney. Students in Choralaires must pur-
chase the concert dress ($60.00) which we measure for and order in the fall.

Sea Sharps Men’s Vocal Ensemble — This group is our solo & ensemble representatives to the county choral events. It rehearses
once a week (Wednesdays — 2:15-3:30) and is by audition. This group also performs on concerts and articulation activities, as well
as sporting and school events. Concert attire for Sea Sharps is a black - long sleeve dress shirt, black pants, and custom royal blue tie
($15.00)

Chamber Choir_- This group is made up of both the Choralaires and Sea Sharps and is required membership for students in both of
those ensembles. This group rehearses twice a week (Tuesdays/Thursdays — 2:15-3:30). The Chamber Choir is our second festival
group, and is the only choral group which goes on the spring trip. Regular destinations have been Myrtle Beach, Disney and To-
ronto, Canada. In addition, Chamber Choir students are regularly selected to receive scholarships to perform as full members of the
Annapolis Chorale and the Chesapeake Chorale. Chamber Choir members also perform with the Towson University Festival Cho-
rus.

Trouble Clefs - This is our women’s quartet and meets on Mondays from 2:15-3:30. The Trouble Clefs regularly perform for com-
munity and school functions as well as for commercially sponsored engagements. Membership is by director selection in May for
active membership for the following academic year.

Fees — Chorus class students are assessed an activity fee of $15.00 for each semester in which they take chorus. Students in Chora-
laires / Sea Sharps / Chamber Choir are assessed an annual activity fee of $75.00, and are exempt from the class room fee.

Membership — Auditions and membership in all special ensembles is open to all students.



Students do not need to be registered in a chorus class in order to participate in these groups. STEM students are welcome and
highly recommended to take advantage of these after school choral programs.

will feature singers and musicians from the International House of Prayer working and performing with our students.

Special Opportunities and Recognition - In addition to our scholarship students in the Annapolis and Chesapeake Chorales, out-
standing and talented singers are recommended for membership in our 77i-M Music Honor Society chapter. This group is made up
of the best student musicians in our department. Student members give recitals and provide musical support for other school activi-
ties in and around our community. They are South River’s Musical Ambassadors.
